For many people (children and parents 
alike!) the candy collected during 
Halloween is one of the best parts of the 
holiday. This treat, however, should be 
left to humans and kept away from your 
pets. 
 
Candy wrappers and chocolate form a 
significant threat to your pet. Candy 
wrappers can become lodged in the 
throat causing choking or in the 
intestines and cause a blockage. 
Wrappers can be quickly snatched from 
tables or the rubbish bin so be sure to 
discard of them properly. 
 

Chocolate contains theobromine. In 
large amounts, theobromine can cause 
severe nerve damage and even death in 
dogs. In small amounts, it can cause 
vomiting and diarrhoea. You must also 
consider what is a òlargeó amount for a 
dog as this will be very different 
between a Yorkshire terrier and an Irish 
Wolf Hound.  
 
If you suspect your pet has ingested a 
candy wrapper or is suffering from 
chocolate poisoning, seek emergency 
vet care immediately!

H ALLOWEEN  COSTUME  SAFETY  

Dressing up at Halloween is fun and exciting for the whole family. And wouldnõt 
your pet look great in a costume too? Of course, they would. But, before you go 
out and purchase the cutest outfit that you can find, consider the following 
practical advice. 
 
Start early and start small. Look for a costume that will fit comfortably. If it is too 
loose, it can be a tripping hazard for your pet. If it is too tight, it could cause sores 
or restrict your petõs circulation. Avoid costumes that are held in place with 
rubber bands. Rubber bands left by mistake can dig into the animalõs skin and 
cause injury.  
Once you get the costume home, remember that your pet may not actually enjoy 
wearing it. Try different pieces of the costume first, and remember to reward 
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
